SUBJECT:  133rd NGAUS General Conference Announcement – Milwaukee, Wisconsin – 
                  August 26-30, 2011

TO:  All Members, National Guard Association of the District of Columbia (NGA-DC) 

1.  The 133rd General Conference of the National Guard Association of the United States (NGAUS) will be held in Milwaukee, Wisconsin 26-30 August 2011.  Our conference hotel is the Hyatt Regency-Milwaukee. The room reservations are “first come, first serve”.

2.   Business sessions will be conducted in the Frontier Airlines Center.  NGAUS Golf Tournament, TAG Reception, CGO/WO Mixer and Resolution training begins Friday, August 26, 2011 (see attached draft sequence of events).  The first business session begins Saturday, August 27, 2011 at 12:00 noon – 5:00 pm; however, some key meetings are scheduled for Saturday morning. The second business session is Sunday, August 28 2011, 08:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. The Army and Air Separate sessions will be conducted Monday, Aug 29, 2011 8:00 a.m. – 10:30 a.m., and the third and final business session starts at 12:00 p.m. and ends at 2:00 p.m. 

3.  The hotel costs are $134.00 with 14.1 % (includes city tax and sales tax), total $152.89.  An advance room deposit of $100.00 per room must accompany your initial registration. This will be applied to your final statement. The conference registration fees are $165.00 (NGAUS members and spouses) and $330 for non-members. The attached reservation form must be returned to NGA-DC Not Later Than June 1, 2011.    For Please be advised that the NGA-DC Hospitality Room Fees will be $15.00 each for Company Grade (01-03), Warrant Officers (WO1-CW3) and their spouse or guest. Hospitality Room Fees for all other attendees will be $30.00 each. 

4.  Checks should be made payable to “NGA-DC”.  All room deposits will be applied to your final statement for hotel accommodations. No refunds can be made for cancellation of advance room deposits after July 1, 2011.  Please enclose your advance room deposit check of $100.00, Conference registration fee of $165.00 and hospitality fee payable to “NGA-DC” when you mail in your application.

5.  Transportation will be provided from the commercial airport in Milwaukee, Wisconsin. Discount airfares have been arranged by NGAUS Travel via NGAUS website.  The website provides information regarding all transportation needs. 

6. No military flight is available at this time.  Please make your airfare reservations now to get the best rates.
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7.  The military uniform must be worn at all business sessions and business attire for civilians and retirees.  Dress for the Governor’s Reception is casual attire and the dress for the States Dinner is Formal – Dress Blues, Mess or Black Tie. 

8. An application to attend the 133rd NGAUS Annual General Conference is furnished for your completion. Additional information will be provided those who complete the enclosed application and return to NGA-DC NLT June 1 2011.  This suspense date must be met in order for us to finalize the NGA-DC arrangements and lock-in the total number of rooms required for our District Delegation. 

9.  Milwaukee is known as the “City of Cool”.  The unique event of this conference is the Freedom Ride (Harley Davidson sponsored), a scenic motorcycle trip through Milwaukee (bikes rentals will be available). The Company Grade (CGO) and Warrant Officers’ (WO) Mixers are scheduled for Friday night, August 26, 2011, at the Coast (www.coastrestaurant.com). The Governor’s Reception will take place Saturday night at the Harley Davidson Museum.  Milwaukee is the home of the world’s largest 11 day Summerfest.  You can purchase tickets and view information to attend the two-day Summer Festival (Mexican Fiesta) during 26-28 August, via www.summerfest.com
